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Executive Summary

YourWIB is an Internet-based product designed to streamline and automate the deployment of Web presences for many of Oklahoma’s state agencies. With approximately 22 percent of Oklahoma’s state agencies without information accessible to the public electronically, YourWIB is designed to make the creation of sites easy and compliant with Oklahoma accessibility and usability standards.

YourWIB was developed with the State’s needs in mind. YourWIB took a previously costly and time intensive task and transformed it into a simple and easy-to-use service benefiting small, understaffed agencies and smaller divisions within larger agencies. In most cases, state agencies have limited staff and technical proficiency to perform Web site creation and maintenance. With YourWIB, the creation, delivery and maintenance of a Web site is no longer tied to one or a couple of individuals.  YourWIB opened the door for individuals not trained in Web design and creation to deliver informational resources through a centralized and professional site.

The service consists of two specific modules: an administrative module for the creation and maintenance of the Web site and the Web site that is accessible to businesses and citizens via the Internet. The administrative module is Web-based, easy-to-use and accessible from any computer connected to the Internet. It is accessed with a secure login. The Web site is the byproduct of YourWIB’s administrative module.

YourOklahoma, managed by eGovernment firm NIC (Nasdaq: EGOV), built and developed YourWIB as a service to assist small, understaffed Oklahoma agencies at a minimal cost.

Project description

 YourWIB, a Web-in-a-Box service for Oklahoma’s state agencies, provides a Web-based interface for the creation and maintenance of customized Web sites with eight additional pages. YourWIB services both state agencies and the businesses and citizens seeking information from those agencies. The administrative module for the creation of Web sites is easy-to-use, requires no technical experience and is accessible 24/7 on any computer connected to the Internet.

The Web-based product was first introduced in September 2003 on YourOklahoma (www.youroklahoma.com), the Official State Web site, when the Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission launched their new Web site constructed with YourWIB. The product has been in existence for nine months.

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Significance to the Improvement of Government: 
YourWIB is measured by the following significant efforts for the improvement of Government:

· Web sites created with YourWIB comply with the state’s usability and accessibility standards.

· Web sites are cost-effective to create and maintain and reduce personnel involvement and time.

· YourWIB increases the percentage of Oklahoma’s state agencies with a Web presence and enables access to information electronically outside of standard agency business hours.

Benefits

YourOklahoma is committed to streamlining government processes and the accessibility of information on a 24/7 basis. This product is another service that exemplifies the efforts of YourOklahoma to deliver customized government services online to bridge the gap between state government, its citizens and businesses.

State Benefits

The state benefits from the product in a number of ways. The product is cost-effective in that it is designed for the deployment of a Web presence for small, often understaffed agencies that do not have the funds or personnel for Web development.

In addition to the cost savings, the administrative tool that creates and updates the Web site is easy to use and requires no technical knowledge of hyper text markup language (HTML), making site development and maintenance easy and rapid. The sites created by YourWIB also complies and adheres with state usability and accessibility standards, enabling individuals with disabilities to access the site using a number of alternate means.
"Our staff has found YourWIB to be simple to use," said Oklahoma Aviation Commission director Victor Bird. "In addition, our Web site has received praise from many for its appearance and user-friendly navigation."

Return on Investment 

YourOklahoma anticipates significant return on investment with the full-fledged deployment of this product and service in 2004 and 2005. With the product’s affordable payment options at (1) a one-time set up fee of $250 and monthly payment of $65 for one year; or (2) a one-time set up fee of $500 and monthly payment of $45 for one year, it is anticipated that a number of the agencies without Web presences will eagerly enroll.

Agencies should also expect to realize significant cost savings, as today average prices for Web site development can reach $15,000 - $40,000. Agencies pay a minimal charge and control the content management of the YourWIB site, ensuring the completion of changes in a timely fashion without service delays.
